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SELECTION POLICY

The selection of the club’s teams is the responsibility of the team captains. Selection will take place following communication between the relevant captains following the previous weekend games in order that teams for the week ahead can be published by Thursday of that week.

In terms of selection:

· The captains will seek to ensure that all members are given a game of cricket over a cricket weekend.
· The 1st XI captain will have first choice over available players. 
· All players promoted or dropped will be advised by the relevant captain prior to the publication of the teams.
· The captains shall not discuss the reasons for promotion or relegation of an individual other than with the individual concerned and if applicable, their vice-captain.
· Should any player wish to discuss their selection for an individual team, they are encouraged to contact the relevant captain in the first instance.

The following factors shall be taken in to consideration when the captains are selecting their teams for forthcoming matches:

· Individual Performance: The captains will consider recent form of individuals in all aspects of the game, including batting, bowling and fielding.
· Attitude: The captains will consider the attitude of individuals towards the club, their team members and their opponents in accordance with the Code of Conduct, Spirit of Cricket and Disciplinary Policy.
· Unavailability: Should an individual make themselves unavailable for selection, they will not automatically be guaranteed to retain their position in that team when they become available again.
· Team Balance: The captains will look to ensure that the teams are balanced with a relative ratio of batsmen - bowlers in each side.
· Rotation: The captains will look to ensure that players are given a good game of cricket and will look to rotate individuals who express that they feel they are not getting sufficient innings or overs consistently in one particular team. 
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
